Term 1 Week 10
Students are given topics and begin to draft their speech over the school holidays.
Term 2 Week 2
Students finish writing their speech and hand it in to their teacher by Friday.
Term 2 Week 3
Students receive written feedback from their class teacher. Students have the opportunity to edit and make adjustments to their speech in class or at home. We strongly suggest students refer to the feedback they receive to assist in the delivery of their speech to their class. It is at this stage that students should transfer their speech to palm cards and begin using summarised phrases to remember their speech. 
Term 2 Week 4
Students present their speech to their class, which is assessed by the class teacher. The teacher selects two students to progress to the year level final, which is followed by the school final.
Term 2 Week 5
The School Final takes place. Ms Pilgrim and two impartial teachers judge and select a winner and a reserve to proceed to Quarter Finals. (Dates and location to be advised).
