Dear Parents and Carers,
On Tuesday 25 October, students in Years 3 – 6 will have the opportunity to enjoy a performance by ANU Za Kabuki. 

Kabuki (歌舞伎) is a Japanese traditional performance art consisting of Japanese dance-drama. Kabuki theatre is known for its heavily stylised performances, the often-glamorous costumes worn by performers, and for the elaborate kumadori makeup worn by some of its performers.
 

ANU Za Kabuki club is the southern hemisphere's oldest Kabuki troupe. They are based at the Australian National University and perform traditional Japanese theatre to Australian audiences. The ANU Za Kabuki club was founded by Shun Ikeda, who is the director of all the performances, and the club has been performing Kabuki annually for over 40 years. ANU Za Kabuki comprises mostly ANU students studying Japanese or Japan-related courses, and exchange students. 

The school has made every effort to keep cost for this excursion at a minimum level. If necessary, parents or students can confidentially discuss support to meet the cost of the excursion with the principal. Please contact the front office if you would like to speak with the principal.
Contingency: If the excursion does not go ahead due to unforeseen circumstance a return will be issued.
Behavioural expectations: Staff accompanying students on excursions will take all reasonable care while the students are in their charge to protect them from injury and to control and supervise their behaviour and activities. Parents should be aware that staff members are not responsible for injuries or damage to property, which may occur on an excursion where, in all circumstances, staff have not been negligent.  Parents should warn children of the risks to themselves, to others and to property, of impulsive, wilful or disobedient behaviour. Students who indulge in such behaviours may be sent home.
